Prepare PCD2.MxXXX
= Power off the PCD2.M5_
= Unplug all connected cable (USB, Ethernet, Profibus, RS-232), if already plugged.
= Take off the main cover & Housing (see User’s guide: How to remove the housing?)

Insert PCD7.F7500 module

= Before placing the PCD7.F7400, insert PCD7.F1xx module in socket A#2 if needed!

= Insert both spacers on the backside of the PCD7.F7400 (figure 1). Take care that the rounded ends of
the spacers fit into the CPU board

= Turn the module and insert it into the corresponding CPU socket “C” holes and connector (figure 1)

= Verify connector insertion & fix the module using the Torx T10 screw which has been delivered with
the module (figure 2)

= Remove D-Sub dust cover from housing (figure 3)

= Remove D-Sub dust cover from main cover (figure 4)

= Mount housing and cover (see also PCD2.M5_ User’s guide: ‘How to mount the housing?’)
